	Subgrantee and Purpose





Alexandria

Alexandria Office of Employment Training ($12,783)  – To establish a central focus in Alexandria for persons with disabilities to find employment and for employers (public and private) to recruit persons with disabilities. (2-year proposal).

Arlington

Northern Va Resource Center for Deaf & Hard of Hearing ($1,924) – To address the problem of unemployment and underemployment of deaf and hard of hearing people by providing education and training in job hunting and advancement skills.  (3-year proposal).

People and Hearing! ($14,054) – To develop and improve communication between the hearing, hard of hearing, and Deaf communities in Arlington through education and training.

Bath-Highland

Coordinated Area Transportation Services (CATS) (Highland) ($2,500) – To provide subsidized transportation rides for persons with physical and sensory disabilities.  

Blue Ridge

Coordinated Area Transportation Services (CATS) ($6,335) - To be used as match for the purchase of a wheelchair lift equipped van in a federal 5310 grant and a radio communication system.

Buchanan

Grundy Athletic Foundation ($11,748) - To purchase recreational fitness equipment for individuals with physical and sensory disabilities.  This equipment will allow these individuals to socialize as well as interact with others during a planned course of exercise.

Carroll 

Carroll County Parks and Recreation ($6,257) – To provide recreational equipment that will encourage interactive play among children of all abilities.

Central Virginia

Lynchburg Area Center for Independent Living ($10,700) – To provide direct independent services such as personal assistance, prescriptions, home modifications, assistive technology, etc.

Central Virginia Area Agency on Aging ($15,000) – To provide door to door transportation to people who have a physical and/or sensory disability.

Astride With Pride, Inc. ($4,780) – To provide scholarships for persons who have physical and/or sensory disabilities, expanding the therapeutic ridership base of the program and to provide funds to allow students to participate in therapeutic riding shows.

Charles City, Henrico, Hanover, & New Kent 

Adult Care Services ($9,654) – To create a totally accessible assistive technology center for persons with chronic physical and sensory disabilities, their caregivers, case managers, and other service providers.

Central Virginia Independent Living Center, Inc. ($5,640) – To enable 15-20 persons with physical and/or sensory disabilities to either move into a safe accessible independent living situation and/or to remain in their present independent living situation by increasing its accessibility features.

Quin Rivers Agency for Community Action ($20,035) – to purchase a mini van with a wheelchair lift to provide transportation to persons with physical and/or sensory disabilities in Charles City and New Kent Counties.

Chesterfield

Van Go, Inc. of Richmond ($22,080) – To subsidize the cost of transportation for people with physical and/or sensory disabilities in Chesterfield County.

Crater

Central Virginia Independent Living Center, Inc. – To continue to provide independent living services to the underserved Crater district.

Eastern Shore

Northampton County Extension Office 4-H Program ($3,625) – To improve and expand educational and recreational opportunities for persons with physical and/or sensory disabilities, specifically youth ages 9 to 13 by providing scholarships to allow them to attend 4-H camp.

Fairfax Area

Virginia Brain Injury Survivors Council ($4,750) – To provide scholarships for participants of a self-empowerment conference that include workshops on expanding employment opportunities for survivors of brain injury, expanding knowledge of special health issues, education on special transportation opportunities and recreational activities for survivors of brain injury.

Excel! ($13,311) – To establish a community based consumer-focused training/resource facility for the Northern Virginia area.  This will be a multi-use resource center for career counseling, computer training, and other employment-related services. The funds will be used to pay rent and purchase hardware and software.

Metropolitan Washington Ear, Inc. ($7,000) – To purchase 50 new closed-circuit radio receivers and other electronic equipment to replace aging equipment presently being used to provide a free first-class telephone dial-in newspaper and magazine reading service.

Fairfax (Continued)

Northern Virginia Resource Center for Deaf and Hard of Hearing ($10,000) – To provide 5 full or half-day workshops for the deaf and/or hearing 

United Cerebral Palsy of Washington and Northern Virginia ($8,000) – To provide individuals with physical and/or sensory disabilities opportunities to become familiar with a variety of options for adapted computer access.  Funds will be used to purchase software and hardware for this purpose.

Prevention of Blindness Society; Macular Degeneration Network ($7,500) – To insure the independence and full participation of Fairfax County seniors with age related macular degeneration (AMD) by increasing public awareness through monthly newsletters, training for professional staff of county agencies and various senior sites and at technology fairs.

National Rehabilitation and Rediscovery Foundation ($10,000) – To develop an innovative program to increase public awareness for persons with disabilities by training persons with disabilities to be their own spokespersons while also demonstrating their abilities through the medium of dance. The project will pay the fees for a project trainer and clinical supervision services.

Easter Seals Virginia ($10,983) – To expand the community services of Easter Seals Virginia and Eddie’s Club by providing two programs, Access Science and Teaching About Safety to Kids (TASK), for children/teens with disabilities in Fairfax County.

Fauquier County

Loudoun Transit ($5,636) – To extend Warrenton’s Circuit Rider hours, providing demand-response transportation services within the town of Warrenton on Saturdays and provide 1,500 trips on weekdays.

Fifth PDC

Blue Ridge Independent Living Center ($28,451) – To provide direct independent living services to people with disabilities through the Fifth Planning District.  Council approve only one year of the 3-year proposal.

Goochland/Powhatan

Powhatan County Public Library ($5,000) – To provide assistive technology to provide needed support for blind, low vision, illiterate and learning disabled citizens of Powhatan County.

Jefferson Area

Jefferson Area Board for Aging ($4,028) – To continue to partially fund the salary of the assistant ramp builder of the FY99 RSIF grant.

Wintergreen Adaptive Skiing ($10,000) – To fund construction of a 12’ by 16’ equipment storage and office building for the “Learn to SKI” program for individuals with disabilities. Council approved funds to be used only for a per lesson/class rather that labor and material to erect a building

Piedmont Housing Alliance: Community Living Partnership ($10,338) – To develop barrier-free homes throughout Planning District 10. (2 year proposal)

LENOWISCO

Junction Center for Independent Living ($30,422) - To expand and enhance an adult day care program for individuals with significant physical and sensory disabilities of all ages who are at high risk of being institutionalized. (3-year proposal)

Lord Fairfax

Help with Housing ($15,000) – To establish a regional housing initiative to increase the available stock of affordable accessible housing in Lord Fairfax Planning District.  The funds will be used to hire a consultant and pay miscellaneous expenses.

Access Independence ($9,484) – To design a voluntary registry of physically and/or sensory disabled individuals with 911 emergency service in Winchester and Frederick County.

Loudoun County

Loudoun Hospital Center PM&R ($8,049) – To provide equipment and continued education for rehabilitation pediatric staff including occupational and physical therapists and a speech pathologist.  

Manassas/Manassas Park

Endependence Center of Northern Virginia ($5,000) – To provide individual assistance through one time grants to consumers with physical and sensory disabilities.  These grants will be awarded for transportation, employment, home modifications for accessibility, personal assistance services, assistive technology, education, training and durable medical equipment purchase and repair.

Mount Rogers

Appalachian Independence Center, Inc ($17,768) – To establish a satellite office of independent living in Wytheville.  (3-year proposal)

District Three Governmental Cooperative ($17,767) – To provide transportation services for individuals who have physical and or sensory disabilities.

New River Valley

Blue Ridge Independent Living Center ($24,114) – To establish a satellite office to provide independent living services to people with disabilities in the New River Valley area.

Peninsula

United Way of Greater Williamsburg ($4,000) – To provide at least 100 emergency kits for individuals with physical and/or sensory disabilities during times of disaster.

James City County ($9,681) – To purchase equipment such as generators for use by persons with physical disabilities who depend on electricity for life functions. This will include set up of the generator and training on its use.  (requested $38,650 to develop special needs data base, provide info and education to the special needs population, provide transportation to emergency shelters and other emergency related services)

Williamsburg Self Help for Hard of Hearing People ($3,050) – To purchase computer assisted note taking/captioning equipment to be used by WISHHH at their regular meeting and to be loaned to local disability organizations requiring the use of captioning.

City of Newport News ($9,681) – To establish an automated special needs tracking system for the peninsula and the information be shared with each locality. (3-year proposal that the Peninsula DSB will review after the 1st year and if results warrant will be renewed for up to two additional years.)

Peninsula Agency on Aging, Inc. ($25,000) – To provide transportation to disabled adults who live in the Peninsula area. 

Prince William County


Endependence Center of Northern Virginia ($13,880) – To provide individual assistance through one time grants to consumers with physical and/or sensory disabilities and establish a part-time assistive technology peer counselor position.

Brain Injury Services ($5,580) – To expand case management services for persons with brain injury in Prince William County.

Rappahannock Regional

Housing Opportunities Made Economical ($16,110) – To provide startup assistance for HOME to provide housing for the disabled. (3 year proposal pays salary of full time director and clerical help)

Society for the Preservation of Cruelty to Animals ($2,420) – To continue a medically proven and internationally recognized program of alternative medicine known as animal assisted therapy.

Center for Computer Redistribution ($2,917) – To refurbish and redistribute 10 fully functional computers to persons with disabilities.

Rockbridge

Self Help for Hard of Hearing People ($5,367) – To purchase and install FM assistive listening systems in the Piovano Room of the regional library, Lexington & Buena Vista court rooms and various untreated school auditoriums.

Russell

Russell County Public Library ($6,128) – To purchase large print books, assistive listening devices, and audio equipment to allow the library to become more responsive to the visually and hearing impaired citizens of Russell County.

South Hampton Roads

United Cerebral Palsy of Southern & Central Virginia ($12,087) – To provide a computer camp for children and adults with disabilities to increase their skills in computers, and knowledge in ADA, employment opportunities, and socialization to attain their goal of realizing independence.

SEVAMP ($5,000) – To provide transportation for persons with disabilities in the City of Chesapeake.

Lake Taylor Hospital ($8,958) – To provide long term care for patients with the comfort and safety of updated wheelchairs and recliners.

Accessible Housing Corporation of South Hampton Roads $4,500) – To support the development of a second residential facility of affordable, accessible housing in Chesapeake. 2 year proposal

Norfolk Mayor’s Commission for Persons with Disabilities ($8,900) – to support the Greater Hampton Roads 7th Annual Symposium and Exposition.

Hampton Roads Coalition for People with Disabilities ($5,923) – To provide people with disabilities and their families computer systems and information about web sites to give them greater access to information through electronic media.

Tidewater Community College ($78,988) – This 3-year proposal is to implement three separate educational interpreter programs to include a 2-year Associate Degree program. South Hampton Roads DSB awarded this proposal with the conditions that:

1. TCC work with an advisory panel consisting of a representative from the DSB and one from the state level in developing the curriculum for their sign language interpreter program, 

2. Program include instruction for the deaf and blind (tactile interpretation), and 

3. TCC program participants reach level 2 certification after two years of instruction.

Southside

Community Memorial Healthcenter ($15,786)– To purchase a wheelchair lift equipped van to transport patient/residents to and from our facility.

Tazewell

TASK (Taking Action For Special Kids) ($6,414) – To enhance educational and recreational programs provided to students with physical and sensory disabilities enrolled in the TASK summer enrichment program.

Waynesboro 

Kiwanis Club ($900) – To add 12 more assistive listening units to the system at Waynesboro High School to be used by the hearing impaired public for non-school events.
Friends of the Library ($3,600) – To provide broader computer and internet access to the elderly and disabled citizens of Waynesboro.  The computer will provide a vehicle for people with disAbilities to express themselves.

West Piedmont

Blue Ridge Independent Living Center ($33,548) – To establish a satellite office at Patrick Henry Community College to provide independent living services to individuals with disabilities who reside in Henry County.  (3-year proposal.)
Patrick Henry Community College ($9,500) – To provide transportation trips to medial services, employment, education, rehab, and independent livings needs for citizens with physical and sensory disabilities in the West Piedmont DSB service area.  (3-year proposal.)
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
